The Practice Exam and Assessment Tool (PEAT) has been updated to correspond to the 2018 Content
Outlines at both exam levels. These updates reflect minor changes to the test questions and scoring.

Users who purchase and begin PEAT before the October testing dates will get the choice of taking PEAT
forms that correspond to the current content outline or taking forms that correspond to the January,
2018 and later content outline. Users will get this choice as soon as they log in to start their first form.
These changes apply to both Academic PEAT and versions of PEAT available for individual purchase.

Your Students Can Now Use aPTitude

Since its launch in 2010, aPTitude (www.fsbpt.org/aPTitude), has served as a free online continuing
competence management system for PTs and PTAs to maintain their records of completed activities. In
late 2016, FSBPT expanded aPTitude to also serve PT and PTA students.

FSBPT recently created a new tool to help inform students of the benefits of using aPTitude. Please
share this brief screencast with your students that demonstrates how easy it is to use aPTitude to record
and upload completion certificates for:

e Conferences (such as APTA’s Combined Sections Meeting);

e APTA chapter courses and events;

e Professional meetings;

e Residencies and fellowships; and

e Any other activities.

Students will need their FSBPT ID to use aPTitude.

Once licensed, aPTitude will continue to assist these experienced users in researching their
requirements, tracking their progress toward meeting them, and securely storing their documentation.

This Quarter’s Question: I've heard the new content outlines will be introduced for the NPTE in
January. What do | need to know?

The new NPTE Content Outlines will be effective starting with the January 10, 2018 administration for
PTAs and the January 24, 2018 exam for PTs. The new content outlines have been posted since early in
2017 and are available here.

For the 2018 NPTE-PT and NPTE-PTA, the lymphatic system will be separated from the cardiovascular
and pulmonary systems. This will ensure that there will be some lymphatic questions on every NPTE
form administered. The NPTE-PT also added a new content area — Gastrointestinal Evaluation.

This summer, the NPTE standards were reviewed by a diverse panel of experts at each exam level. The
result of this review was to raise the standard at each exam level. For the PTA exam, a candidate would
have to answer about three more questions correct on a typical form to pass, whereas a PT candidate
would have to get about four more questions correct to pass. The change is expected to impact just
fewer than 4% of first-time CAPTE-educated candidates, with negligible impact over six attempts.

In reviewing the standard, both the PTA and PT standard setting task forces recommended raising the
standard based on significant factors affecting the profession. Similar to the standard setting review
conducted in 2012, standard setters noted aging patient populations, with more medical
comorbidities. Reimbursement issues and insurance compliance are affecting the professions at both
exam levels as well, with increasing pressure to accomplish better treatment outcomes with fewer

patient visits (e.g., as with Accountable Care Organizations), and patients are being discharged from
health care facilities faster. Advances in medicine and more informed patients create pressure for both
PTAs and PTs to integrate new evidence faster. For PTAs, more work is being shifted from PTs to PTAs
and there is a higher need for home-health care with limited oversight, requiring an expanded role in
patient education and a greater need for critical thinking. For PTs, there is a greater emphasis on non-
pharmalogical management of pain, a higher prevalence of direct access, and an expanded role on
medical teams with limited opportunities for mentorship.
